On the Armed Services Committee |
work with my colleagues to honor our obligations to
members of our armed forces both past and present, as
well as ensure the continued strength, efficiency, and sus-
tainability of our military. On the Intelligence Committee
| work to effectively mitigate security threats facing our
country while also establishing measures to guarantee
that the privacy rights of U.S. citizens are protected. On
the Budget Committee, | am working to ensure that nec-
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essary spending is tempered with fiscal responsibility, and
my position on the Rules Committee allows me to push
for procedural reforms that remove institutional ineffi-
ciencies and help move the country forward.
